When he 
fights, he uses his 6-9 size and

During the fight Orr had tried to 
get one punch in but couldn't on 

Fedoruk. Fedoruk however was 
getting punch after punch in on Orr 

Suddenly Orr took one super hard 
punch knocking Fedoruk out cold 

on the ice. A stretcher was brought 
out and at the time Fedoruk
